Catholic Strong Update

| am sure you recall that in the autumn of
2018, the Diocese launched a fundraising campaign
called Catholic Strong. Each parish was assigned a
goal, and each parish was entitled to retain 70% of
the amount raised; the other 30% going for diocesan
needs.

At St. Peter’s, we collected $492,257.57 as
of June, 2021. Our 70% of the collected amount is
$344,580.30 (plus $8,510.34 in interest), which we
can use for the parish projects we proposed for St.
Peter’s at the beginning of the Catholic Strong
campaign.

Thus far, we have disbursed some of these
funds to complete several of our proposed projects.
Below is an account of these projects and
disbursements.

Our next project will be the renovation of
the men’s and women’s restrooms in pastors hall.
The plans for this $98,178.30 project have just been
approved by the diocese. The contractors have
begun to acquire the materials and soon
reconstruction will begin.

When these restrooms are completed, our balance of
available Catholic Strong funds will be $89,203.34.
This money will be applied to future Catholic
Strong projects.

Thank you for your generosity. Because of
your commitment to St. Peter’s, we have been able
to keep our parish in good physical condition, so as
to serve your spiritual needs effectively.
